| Wildcard Search Function

Entering an asterisk “ 3 ” or a question mark “ ? ” allows to
search for spellings or vaguely remembered words. In addition,
putting an asterisk “* ” at the beginning of a word or phrase
makes it possible to search reversely for entry words that are
generated from the word.
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Examples-

“chrskm” - Words starting with “chr” and ending with “m”, such as “chrism”,
“chrysanthemum?”, etc.

“% % 5” - Words ending with “Z 57, suchas “h£DF 5", “SHNDZ 5", etc.
“b?lieve” — Unclear whether the second letter in “believe” is an “i” or “e”.

“ % ” represents unlimited number of letters; “?” represents a single letter.

| Spell-check Function |

When an English word is entered in the input box at a search
result screen, press @ to check the spelling of the word. A list of

matched words with the same spelling or similar spellings will be
displayed.

|History Function|

With the search screen of a dictionary or a search result screen
displayed, press @ to display the list of words previously

searched in the diétionary. At the history list screen, press
to delete listed words.

| Bookmark Function |

@ Press @ on the search result
screen to bookmark the
displayed text.

(@ With the search screen of a
dictionary or a search result
screen displayed, press @ to
display a list of bookmarked parts in the dictionary. From the
list, select a bookmarked part to display, and then press@ to
recall the registered part.
